The company used a loan from theall Business Pollution Prevention Assistance
Account Progranto improve the efficiency of their operation by inktal a new
environmentally-friendly dry cleaning machine to replacenafficient machine.

In the past three years, Martinizing reported saving 129rgatid
perchloroethylene and 7,500 kilowatts of electricity, allvittle increasing production.
They also reduced their use of perchloroethylene by 2,715 pausteyp which helped to
reduce their waste disposal costs.

These actions resulted in the company saving $2,856 in # yhars since
implementing their project.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Ageribtys week reporte®ennsylvania planted over
four times the miles of stream buffers that Maryland ¥irginia combined in the
Chesapeake Bay drainage area in 2005

815 miles of new streamside forest buffers were addeca iChlesapeake
watershed in 2005 with Maryland adding 30 miles, Virginia addR®& miles and
Pennsylvania adding 656 miles.

EPA said Pennsylvania's accomplishment has been attributeat¢o
communication between landowners, the contributior®ohty conservation districts,
and increased numbers of watershed education programs.

PA Restores 3 Times More Brownfields Than Virginia, MarylandCombined

The U.S. Environmental Protection Ageritys week reporte®ennsylvania restored three
times more brownfields in the Chesapeake Bay drainagethan Maryland and Virginia
combined over the last year.
